Fremont Ross basketball may be on the upswing
this season. Indeed, last year the Little Giants
rebounded from a 3-15 mark to an 11-9 record and a
spot in the district tournament.

All that improvement came with the tutelage of
veteran coach, Kenny Miller. Ross struggled in
Miller’s first year, the 3-15 mark, but showed
considerable improvement by more than tripling its
wins in the '73-'74 season.

Gone from this year’s squad are Mike Reardon, a
first team all-state selection last season, and Paul
Fahrbach, a 6-4 hustler who helped plug up the middle
of the Ross defense and produced points from the
center slot.

Back this season for Miller’s third edition of the
Little Giants are five players that earned letters. All
five figure to be in the starting lienup when the Little
Giants take to the hardwood for its inaugural game of
the season at Fostoria High School Saturday.

‘“We went into preseason practice,’”’ Miller recalled,
‘“‘with the five returning lettermen. We told the five
that the five starting positions were theirs or till a
player pushed them out of it or they lost it because
they didn’t hustle to keep it.” :

But those five have been working fairly well for the
coach of 17 years on the varsity ranks and will start
the first game. Garry Clark, a 5-9, junior guard is the
only underclassman. Clark is a junior and will
probably start at the ‘“point”’ position of Ross’
offensive attack.

Four seniors will fill out the remainder of the Ross
lineup. Bob Ford, 6-2, and Neal Oberholtzer, 6-5, will
function as the forwards and 6-8 Mark Celek gets the
call at center. Jim Flower, 6-0, will start at the guard
opposite Clark.

‘“Actually,” Miller pointed out, ‘“we feel that we
have eight players that we are definitely going with at
first. It’s really a healthy situation to be in right now.”

The other three, Pat Belch, Kevin Smith, and Dave
Fahrbach, may not start but they will play quite a lot
for us.”

Smith is a 6-1 senior and will alternate duties at
guard and forward while Belch is a 5-10 senior guard

and could spell Clark at the point spot. Fahrbach is a 6-
4 junior, who has improved tremendously during the
off-season.

Miller describes Fahrbach as a real ‘‘go-getter.”
Fahrbach will be pressing Celek for the center spot
during the season.

Ford and Oberholtzer are probably the better
shooters on the Ross team but Miller claims that he
feels that all eight of his main line players can score.
Celek is still a victim of inconsistent play but when
going smoothly, the 6-8 Little Giant will be a big boost
in the center of the Ross offense and defense.

Clark and Flower will be expected to get the ball
upcourt for the Little Giants with Clark running the
offense once the Ross team gets into its own forecourt.

‘‘Last year we were very dependent on Reardon,”
Miller admitted. ‘‘At times we were too dependent on
him but I think this year that we will not have to
depend on any one person.

“In our offense we like to give the guy that has
scoring potential a little freedom but at the same time |
keep him in the offensive pattern,” Miller said and
hinted that the man with the ‘‘restrained” freedom
will be Oberholtzer.

Miller added, ‘‘But I still think we have eight guys
that can score.”

Defensively, Ross will be a bit faster depending on
which lineup Miller has in at the time. .

‘‘We could have what looks like a small team on the
floor but the small team will be quicker and we will
probably be playing a pressure defense.

‘‘We may also have our big lineup of 6-8, 6-5, and 6-4
across the front line which would mean that we change
defenses.” :

Miller’s teams tend to go for the man-to-man
defense but the Little Giants cannot be played to stay
in that particular coverage.

‘‘We like to use a number of defenses,’’ he says. “‘It
just depends on the situation and the team which
defense, zone or man-to-man that we use.”’

Whatever lineup the Little Giants have or what
defense they play, Ross basketball figures to take
another step upwards in this, Miller’s third season.

Findlay nudges Ross

Fremont Ross snapped out of its three game
doldrums against Findlay Saturday night but the
Little Giants basketball machine fell, 50-47, to the
Buckeye Conference leaders.

‘“It’s encouraging to see the determination we had,”
Ross coach Kenny Miller said after the game as he
talked about the Little Giants upset bid. ‘‘When a team
is down by 11 points with only three minutes to go and
comes back like we did, it shows a lot of character.”

Come back is what the Little Giants did. Led by
substitute Kevin Smith, the Little Giants cut a 45-34
deficit to trail by 49-47 with just 24 seconds to play.

“I told Scott (Hamlin, Findlay’s clever little guard)
to line up four guys on the foul line,” Findlay coach
John Stozich said, “but when we went back on the
floor, we lined up four deep in front of where the ball
was to be passed inbounds and wouldn’t you know it,
we get the ball into our worst ball handler.””

And what ensued after that inbounds play brought
the near capacity Ross crowd to its collective feet. No
fewer than six players, three from both teams touched
the ball before it ended up out of bounds in front of the
[Findlay bench off the hand of Ross’ Dave Fahrbach
‘who made a desperation dive for the elusive ball.

“I almost had heart failure,”” Stozich said. I could
have intercepted it.”

The Trojan mentor then added, ‘I must be living
good.

Finley loses 2nd round

OAKLAND (AP) — Oakland A's owner Charles O.
Finley says he's going “all the way" in his fight to
overturn a judge’s ruling that a baseball arbitrator
was justified in declaring pitcher Catfish Hunter a

free agent.
““This is not the end of this issue, " Finley told ,

newsmen Friday as he left an Alameda County
Superior Court hearing after losing another round in
his battle to uphold baseball's reserve system.

“rn all the way if I have to, " he said,
apparently referring to the U.S. Supreme Court.

Finley and his attorney, Neil Papiano, had sought
a preliminary injunction overturning the Dec. 16
finding by arbitrator Peter Seitz that Hunter, 28, was
exempt from the reserve system and free to negotiate
with other teams.

Seitz ruled that Finley violated Hunter’s contract by
withholding half of his $100,000 salary for 1974,
Hunter’s contract stipulated he be paid $50,000 in
salary and $50,000 in nontaxable deferred
compensation for both 19,4 and 1975.

Hunter, who last season won 25 games and the
American League's Cy Young Award, signed last
‘Tyesday with the New York Yankees for a reported
$3.75 million five-year package—the most lucrative in
sports history.

“I think the award should be confirmed, " Judge
George W. Phillips told Paplano, ‘‘but I'm sure you'll
proceed much further.””

Paplano, who called Seitz’ decision “‘akin to giving
the death penalty for a parking violation, " said he
‘would file objections to the judge's ruling.by Jan. 7 in
preparation for taking the case to the state Court of
Appeals in San Francisco.

Judge Phillips ruled that Seitz acted ‘“‘within his
jurisdiction”” and said the question of whether he
personally agreed with the decision was immaterial.
He said Superior Court “has a very limited
jurisdiction’ and said he was empowered to overturn
the ruling only if he concluded that Seitz exceeded his

or made a decision.

‘That question, Papiano had argued, was whether
an arbitrator could legally rule on the subject of
baseball’s controversial reserve system— which binds
a player to one team throughout his career unless he is
traded or released.

Papiano said Hunter was involved in a legitimate
dispute over the $50,000 and therefore his contract
should not have been ruled terminated.

He said that even if Finley breached the contract,
Hunter should have been allowed only to renegotiate
with the A’s for more money.

‘New look’ Ross

A ‘“change in direction” and a
rearrangment of goals’’ has turned the
Ross Little Giants basketball team from
a lack-lustre 2-6 team into a very
respectable and exciting 7-7 team.

TOLEDO — A nearly 2-1 edge in
rebounds proved to be just enough for
the Ross High Little Giant.basketball
team Saturday night at the Toledo
Whitmer gym.
