AUGUSTA, Ga. (AP) — Gary
Player, once a tiny tiger, is now
just a coy Kkitten.

The fiercely burning competi-
tive drive that made him one of
'the most feared golfers in the
world has dwindled to a flicker
and he's the forgotten man of
the Big Three.

“I don’t get charged up any
more,” the dapper little South
African said today as he teed off
in another Masters. “I keep
trying to get it back, get that
drive, that desire, but it just
isn’t there any more.

“When you have achieved all
your goals, your thinking
changes, your whole outlook on
life changes.”

Player, along with Arnold
Palmer and Jack Nicklaus,
made up the Big Three that
dominated the game for several
years. But that all changed in
1965 when Gary won the U.S.
Open championship in St. Louis.

“l was so wound up then 1
didn’t know where I was,” Play-
er recalled. “I didn't want to
talk to people. I had a short
temper. I was almost ob-
sessed.”

That changed when he won
the title in a playoff with Kel
Nagle.

“That did it,” Player said.
“When I won that one I felt 1
had achieved everything and 1
stopped working on golf.”

The victory made him only
the third man to win all four
major tournaments — the Open,
the Masters, the PGA and the
British Open — and he went into
semi-retirement.
