Preliminary events in swimming
began at 1:45 today while the diving
prelims are at 7:30 tonight. The finals
in the swimming and diving begin at 2
p.m. Saturday, at Branin Natatorium.

Bucci feels that his swimmers have
an excellent chance of qualifying for
the finals on Saturday in all four of the
events they are entered in.

“The way we've been swimming
lately, we should qualif; he said
before he left Fremont. “I'd like to
make the top 15 in the team scores.”

Leading the Ross swim team into
the finals is freestyler Mike Mowry.
He will race in the 100 and 100-yard
freestyle events and also in the 200-
yard medley relay.

“Mike Mowry qualified for three
events, _that’s phenomenal,” Bucci
boasted. ‘‘He’s seeded ninth in the 200-
yard freestyle and has a good chance
to finish in the top 12. He’s 21st in the
200-yard freestyle but between him in
the 10th seeded swimmer is only eight
tenths of a second.”

The 200-yard medley relay team,
which also consists of Brian Beck,
John Isaac and Dave Sanna, are
seeded 14 and right in the middle of
the pack, according to Bucci.

Sanna is also competing in the 100-
yard backstroke. He is the 18th seed
but Bucci points out once again that
there is only six tenths of a second be-
tween him and the top ten
backstrokers.

The finals on Saturday consist of the
top 12 finishers of each race with one
through six being the finals and seven
through 12 being the "consolation
finals.
