Ross, which grabbed the lead
for the first time 38-37 on back-
to-back buckets by Mike McGee
and Hall midway through the

third quarter, took its est
lead, 49-46, with 1:49 remmng
Adam Bulger pulled Ross even
at 46-46 with a lay-up off a pass
from Todd Clark. Brad Hammer
followed with the go-ahead
bucket a half-minute later and
Bulger’s free throw put the Little
Giants up by three.

Clay led after one quarter 16-8
and held a 29-26 halftime advan-
tage.
