Heslet added a second
place finish in the 100-yard
freestyle, 6.8 seconds from
the lead. Stover also added
a second place finish in the
100-yard backstroke.

Other Ross finishers

UPPER ARLINGTON — A third place finish in the
400-yard individual medley relay topped the Ross
swimming stats, as the Little Giant tankers placed
fourth of six teams here Saturday at the Tenth Annual
Upper Arlington Swimming Relays.

Host Upper Arlington, a state swimming power,
grabbed first place honors with a commanding 98
points. Worthington placed second with 78. Ross
finished only four points behind third-place Wester-
ville North with 42 points.

Jon Gottron, Mark Schuster, Ty Mitchell and Brian
Beck combined for a 4:56.61 in the 400-IM relay. Ross
netted fourth place finishes four times on the af-
ternoon.

“I was pleased with our performance this early in
the season,” said Ross swimming coach Art Bucci.
“‘But we have a long way to go for our personal goals."”

Tim Heslet and Mike Mowry had their best swims of
the 400-freestyle relay; John Issac and Beck lowered
their time in the 400-breaststroke; and the wild- card
relay team of Heslet, Dave Saanna, Isaac and Mowery
captured a victory.

Galen Rhoades, who lowered his time in the 100-yard
freestyle by six and a half seconds, and Sanna, who
lowered his time in the 100-backstroke by one full
second and his 100-free time by four seconds, are co-
recipients of the Swimmer of the Week honors.
