Buckeye Track Meet At Marion Saturday

of Harmon Stadium track Saturday night
They will be hearing what should have
been, but if they hear it too loud the boys
in the white coats will be along for a pickup.
Saturday night is the night of the Buckeye Con-
ference track championship meet, which
was orginially set for this year in Fremont

Fremont was the original designate but
the Harmon stadium lights will be dark
Saturday night. Instead the fixtures which
rain_artificial light on Marion’s all-weather
track will glisten. Buckeye Conference of-
ficials deemed facilities at Fremont not
sufficient for the championship meet and
many months ago approved a shift to Marion.

Saturday night, not only will the Harmon
lights be dark but the Little Giant chances
of success in the championships will be very
dim. Gone is the lustre of Steve Parker's
dramatic triple of a year ago at Sandusky's
Strobel field. Parker made Ross a threat
with his first place finishes in the 110, 220
and 440-yard dashes. In the 440 he capped
the night by matching the existing record
of 49,8, set originally in 1963 by Sandusky’s
Paul Garrett

Parker is gone and chances for a Ross first
place in the Buckeye meet rest almost en-
tirely on the hefty shoulders of senior weight-
man Dave Rhodes. Rhodes. based on his

dual meet performances, rules as the favorite
to win the shot put. Rhodes has been under
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50 feet only once this year and that was
with an injured foot which now appears
healed. The 255-pounder came within one-
half inch of a Ross school record Wednesday
against Sandusky with a put of 5311%
This week in practice he has been frequently
over 54 feet. Only other shotputter reported
over 50 feet this season has been Marion's
Bob Cyders, who has not topped 52. Rhodes
bettered Cyders in the recent Marion Re-
lays.

Sandusky, a team which is unbeaten this
season and led by a state broad jump
champion, rules as the favorite to repeat as
Buckeye champion. The Blue Streaks showed
their strength Wednesday in whipping pre-
viously undefeated Ross, 9-31

An assault on the records is anticipated

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Ross Finishes Sixth

Rhodes Wins Buckeye Shot

Big Dave Rhodes won the shot
put to lead an improved Fre-
mont Ross performance in the
Buckeye Conference meet Sat-
urday at Marion. Coach Ron
Brant termed the performance
“overall the best of the year"
despite only 15% points and sixth
place in the eight-team field,
Rhodes was sole Conference
champion as he put the shot
§2-10'2. Rhodes was a consistent
performer with all seven of his
heaves in the competition over
51 feet.

Five other Little Giant times
were the best of the season
and two Ross school records
which had stood for 33 years
were shattered.

Chuck Cheek ran the 880-yard
dash in 2:02.6, breaking the 2:03
record set by Campbell in 1936,

but still finished out of the
points and ninth in the event.

Tom Hoffman lowered his own
Ross school record in the two-
mile to 10:37.5 but was eighth in
the event. Hoffman had broken
the old Ross record last week
with a 10:42.4 run against San-
dusky.

Also recording their best per-
formances of the season were
Tom Nahm, who qualified for
the finals but finished sixth in
the 180-yard high hurdles with
:15.9; Larry Sheffield, 20-1 in
the long jump; Bob Ballenger,
10:40.5, also breaking the old
two-mile record and 16 seconds
faster than his previous low
time; and Gordon Frost, 6-0 in
the high jump; and Earl Smith,
440-yard dash, :51.2.

In the high jump competition

only Horn of Sandusky cleared
6-2. Frost and three others
made 6-0 but Frost was dropped
to fourth on number of misses.

Smith’s time as a sophomore
betters the :52.7 best as a soph-
omore run by Steve Parker.
Parker, a 1968 graduate, holds
all the Ross #0-yard records
and made the state finals twice.

Ross points were scored by
Rhodes’ championship; Smith,
tie for second in the 440-yard
dash; Frost, fourth in high
jump; Dan Linder, second in
the pole vault with a jump of
13-0.

Ross relay chances were se-
riously hampered by a Friday
night practice injury which side-
lined number one sprinter Jon
Schwartz. A knee injury may
keep Schwartz out of the line-

up the rest of the season. Even
with Schwartz missing the Lit-
tle Giant 880-yard relay team
qualified for the finals only to
finish sixth. On this team were
Mike Ruland, Steve Tooman,
Sheffield and Len Ferguson.
Ferguson ran a :22.9 220-yard
split on the relay. The mile re-
lay team of Ferguson, Bill Bur-
kett, Tooman and Smith was
clocked in 3:35.2 as Ferguson
ran a :52.5 quarter-mile split.

Sandusky was the runaway
champion of the meet with 69
points. Marion was second with
45, Mansfield had 43, Lorain
34%, Admiral King 16, Ross
15%, Elyria 13 and Findlay 4.
In capturing its fifth Buckeye
Conference title in the last six
years Sandusky won five events.

Six records were broken in
the meet. These were: long
jump, Dave Rather, Sandusky,
23-8 (Dampier, Admiral King,
1965, 22-8%); mile run, Bill Havi-
land, Marion, 4:28.5 (Bish, Find-
lay, 1967, 4:32.1); 880-yard relay,
Mansfield—Walker, Davis,
Rawls and Hill, 1:28.6 (San-
dusky, 1964, 1:31.3).

880-yard run, Gary Warne,
Marion, 1:57.9 (Laison, Elyria,
1962, 2:00.2); Two mile run, Tim
Wasco, Lorain, 9:48.9 (Larue,
Mansfield, 1967, 10:01.2); mile
relay, Marion—McBride, Kee-
ton, Warne, Patric, 3:26.6 (San-
dusky, 1965, 3:28.6).

Top performer of the meet
was Mansfield's Duane Hill who
won both hurdles and anchored
the record-setting 880-yard re-
lay.
