TOLEDO—Cashing in on a
promise he made to himself,
Dave Mierke got his ticket to the
State wrestling finals in the 170-
pound class by placing second in
the Class AAA District wrestling
tournament Saturday.

He advanced to the District
finals by beating Paul Johnson of
Mansfield Senior, but was pinned
in the third quarter on the far
edge of the mat by Bellevue ace,
Casey Didion, for the title. It was
his third season loss to Didion.

The Ross grapplers scored 17
points in the rugged tournament.
*“The whole thing came off real
well,”” said Ross Coach Al
Voggenthaler. ‘‘There were a lot
of close calls, but we certainly
weren't outclassed by the
competition.”

Bellevue scored 292 points and
will be sending two wrestlers to
Columbus, Dave DeLuca, who
placed second in the 129-pound
class, and Didion at 170.

Rob Stierwalt of Ross placed
third in the consolation finals in
the 141-class. He beat two
wrestlers who had been to the
state championships last year to
get the third place. He will be an
alternate.

“Dave’s chances are good for
this weekend,”’ said
Voggenthaler. “‘It’s up for grabs
at this point.
