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Ross tankers impressive in loss

Ross’s swimmers got a boost in the ego department
despite dropping a hotly contested dual meet with
Napoleon 43-39 Saturday in the Fremont Junior High
natatorium.

“I felt we swam well,” Ross Coach Art Bucci said
while sayvoring several ‘personal bests’’ for his
swimmers. ‘‘We had a lot of time improvement. Doug
Ackerman had three personal bests himself.

What led to the Ross loss, however, was a shortage
of swimmers when it got down to the final event.
Handicapped with only 14 swimmers on the squad,
Bucci could not piece together a freestyle relay team
of his stronger swimmers.

Napoleon took advantage of the Ross disadvantage
and swept the top two spots in the final race to over-
come a 38-34 Ross lead.

The Napoleon ‘‘1-2’’ sweep in the freestyle relay was
the last of three recorded by the visiting swimmers.
Ross matched Napoleon with a like number of top two
sweeps.

Hal Hawk of Ross was credited with three first place
swims. The Little Giants senior swam the backstroke
leg on the winning medley relay, was declared the
winner of the individual medley, and backed his way’
to the top spot in his specialty, the backstroke.

In the IM, Hawk was awared first when teammate
Brian Koenig was disqualified for an improper turn on
his backstroke leg. Koenig had splashed to a 2:13.2 in
the event but Hawk’s 2:17.4 was the winning time.

Hawk was seven-tenths of a second off his Ross
record backstroke time of 59.9 with a 1:00.5. He
teammed with Tom Messina, Koenig, and Jim

Albright for a 1:47 clocking in taking the medley relay.

Koenig redeemed himself by clipping off the 100
yards in the butterfly in 56.7, just six-tenths off the
Ross mark.

Ackerman was declared the team’s ‘“‘swimmer of
the week’’ for improving his times in the 200 freestyle,
dropping from 2:12.8 to 2:08.3. He lowered his 500
freestyle time from 5:57.8 to 5:54.2 and paddled a 58.5
century on a leg of the freestyle relay.

Other Ross swimmers turning in personal bests
were Albright, Donna Hetrick, Jon Gottron, and
Charlie Lease. .

Messina had Ross’s only other first place, taking the
breaststroke in 1:09.8.

Napoleon sprinter Doug Schwab turned the water
hot with a 22.9 and a 50.6 in the 50 and 100 freestyle
dashes.

Ross’s next meet will be Jan. 11 at the junior high
pool when they host Sandusky. The meet will begin at
6:30 p.m.
